WESLEY AT A GLANCE IN 2024

Wesley College, South Perth, was founded under the patronage of the 
Methodist Church in 1923 as a boarding school for boys. It was named after 
John Wesley, a founder of the Methodist Church. Today, the College has 
1,362 students from a broad range of metropolitan, rural and in ternational 
backgrounds, including 165 boarding students who call the College 
campus home.

Wesley is an innovative and caring learning community in which students 
are empowered to lead purposeful lives and achieve personal excellenc e. 
�e College’s core values of respect, courage, integrity and compassion a re 
at the heart of its teaching and learning programs.

A Pre-kindergarten to Year 12 Uniting Church school, the College’s 
enrolment procedure is non-selective and egalitarian. It has a  
co-educational Junior School (Pre-kindergarten to Year 4), Middle S chool 
(co-educational Year 5 and Year 6 and boys only Year 7 and Year 8) and 
Senior School (boys only Years 9–12). �e College offers a wide range of 
academic, arts, sport and community service programs including Katitj in 
in Year 8.

�e College motto, By daring & by doing , is embraced by the community 
as a whole, which nurtures creative and innovative students and staff who 
enjoy testing their intellectual, physical and spiritual limits.
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Academic Culture and Excellence

Aligned with the strategic pillar of The Wesley 
Commitment, Wesley College began 2024 with a renewed 
strategic focus on teaching and learning as the core of 
the Wesley experience. Academic excellence is cultivated 
through high-impact teaching, a culture that values 
learning, and purposeful innovation grounded in real-
world relevance.

Our three Senior School pathways—ATAR, General 
and Hybrid—continue to support students in achieving 
meaningful post-school outcomes aligned with their 
interests and aspirations. Whether pursuing an ATAR, 
undertaking a VET qualification, or securing an 
apprenticeship or traineeship, students are supported 
through tailored course counselling and ongoing 
mentoring.  In a statewide context of declining ATAR 
participation, we are proud that the majority of our 
students continue to challenge themselves by undertaking 
the most rigorous academic pathway.

Irrespective of the pathway chosen, however, high 
standards of personal commitment and academic 
endeavour are expected and reinforced. Participation in 
external VET programs and workplace learning through 
INSTEP continued to grow under the guidance of the 
Head of Future Directions, while the Hybrid pathway, 
including university enabling courses such as UniReady, 
was further refined as our partnership with Curtin 
University was strengthened.

Opportunities to extend learning beyond the core 
curriculum are embedded throughout the College. In 
the Junior School, a range of lunchtime clubs fosters 
emerging talents and interests in an accessible, engaging 
format. In Middle School, students select both a ‘major’ 
and ‘minor’ Arts subject, allowing for broad exposure and 
deeper exploration of individual passions. Technologies, 
including Digital Technologies, are supported by expert 
staff and access to specialist workshop facilities.

In the Senior School, revised enrichment units enable 
students to engage with diverse, inquiry-rich topics 
such as Forensics, Sports Analytics, Rocket Science, 
Mathematics competitions, and the Evolution of English. 
These courses connect learning to real-world applications 
and encourage curiosity-driven exploration. Co-
curricular offerings such as the Socratic Society, Mock 
Trials, and the STEM Racing Challenge further enrich 

learning and provide avenues for academic engagement 
beyond the classroom. Together, these curricular and 
co-curricular opportunities reflect Wesley’s holistic 
approach to fostering academic excellence.

Academic development programs remained a key part 
of our academic culture. Academic Afternoons and 
Homework Club reached record participation, while 
Academic Evenings and the Year 12 study skills program 
continued to attract strong numbers. This program, led 
by the Head of Academic Development and delivered by 
teachers and Wesley graduate Academic Tutors, provided 
structured, peer-informed support during a critical year 
of study.

The WesleyNEXT program continued its strong growth, 
with more than 123 microcredentials offered since its 
inception. Organised under Jobs for Today, Jobs for 
Tomorrow and Life Skills, the program offers authentic, 
future-focused learning experiences. Notably, Rising 
Scholars courses allow students to begin tertiary-level 
study with the potential for university credit. These 
initiatives reflect our commitment to empowering 
students to take ownership of their learning, supported 
by goal-setting, reflection, inquiry, and personalised 
pathways.

Inclusive education is a cornerstone of our approach. 
The Intervention and Extension team plays a vital role 
in ensuring that all students have access to appropriate 
challenge and support. Teachers work closely with 
specialist staff to differentiate learning, ensuring that  
all students—whether requiring enrichment or targeted 
intervention—are supported to thrive.

Celebration of learning remains central to the Wesley 
experience. A review of our award criteria affirmed our 
commitment to a broad suite of awards that acknowledge 
not only academic achievement but also growth, 
persistence and commitment, reinforcing a culture 
where academic endeavour is visible and valued.

The College continued to engage thoughtfully with 
emerging technologies. In response to the increasing 
influence of generative artificial intelligence, Wesley 
welcomed alumnus Alex Jenkins, Director of the WA 
Data Science and Innovation Hub, to speak with staff and 
families. This informed the development of Wesley’s 

FROM THE HEAD OF WESLEY COLLEGE

The College's Annual Report is an opportunity to look back at the previous yea r and consider the achievements that 
occurred along the way, and look forward to what we set out to achieve in the next 10 0 years. 

This Annual Report provides a snapshot of our work from around the College. 
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Generative AI Guidelines, ensuring that any use of AI 
is ethical, appropriate, and aligned with educational 
goals. While students and staff explore AI in selected 
contexts, Wesley’s approach remains measured—focused 
on considered, meaningful integration rather than 
widespread adoption.

Staff professional growth remained a key priority.  
A review of the College’s Professional Practice model 
led to the revision of the Senior Teacher policy and the 
appointment of Professional Practice Leads to guide peer-
led coaching focused on high-impact teaching. Teachers 
were also supported to undertake classroom-based action 
research and best-practice applications in other schools. 
These initiatives sit alongside the continued development 
of the College Teaching and Learning Framework, which 
articulates a shared, evidence-informed vision for quality 
practice across all sub-schools.

A clear marker of staff commitment to excellence is the 
ongoing review and refinement of academic programs. 
Across the College, teachers continually adapt their 
practice to ensure it remains contemporary, inclusive, 
and responsive to student needs. In 2024, this collective 
effort reflected a deep and enduring commitment to 
preparing learners for their futures with integrity, 
confidence and curiosity.

Academic Performance

The accomplishments of the Class of 2024 reflects 
the continued focus on a strong academic culture of 
excellence throughout the College. Here is a snapshot:

• Median ATAR 89.30

• 14 students (21.5% of ATAR candidates) obtained an 
ATAR 95+ (Top 5% in WA)

• 30 students (46.2% of ATAR candidates) obtained an 
ATAR 90+ (Top 10% in WA)

• 50 students (76.9% of ATAR candidates) obtained an 
ATAR 80+ (Top 20% in WA)

• 62 students (95.4% of ATAR candidates) obtained an 
ATAR 70+ (Top 30% in WA)

Among the Class of 2024, there was 1 Subject Certificate 
of Excellence, 6 Certificates of Distinction and 18 
Certificates of Merit and 70 VET certificates.

WesleyNEXT 

WesleyNEXT is an innovative micro-credentialing 
program that sits outside of the school curriculum and 
consists of term-long micro-credentials designed to 
broaden our student's skills and experiences for life 
beyond Wesley. 

This year the CASA Accredited Remote Pilot (Drone) 
License returned. This micro-credential embodies 
the full WesleyNEXT philosophy of adult learning. 
Students, Staff and Wesley Community members created 
a focused learning group developing skills they could 
use in commercial applications back on their farm, in 
information technology or as a future skill. 

Robotics Engineering was scaled up with the introduction 
of VEX v5 Robots. The students built and competed against 
each other using their robots to complete automated and 
timed, remote-controlled tasks. 

The Hospitality Skills micro-credential returned for our 
Year 12 Students which was very popular. This micro-
credential provides them with their Responsible Service 
of Alcohol Certificate underpinned with essential front-
of-house hospitality skills. 

Finally, with a focus on wellbeing, we also introduced 
a Mindfulness and Restore Reformer Pilates micro-
credential. 

Moorditj Mob

2024 has once again been a very positive year for the 
Moorditj Mob program, with plenty of activities occurring 
both within Wesley and the wider community.

40 Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students attended 
the College this year, and we farewelled nine Year 12 
students. 

As in previous years, the students delivered up to 50 dance 
performances both within the College and externally. We 
launched the year with the Wesley Wandjoo Assembly.  
The Moorditj Mob students delivered an inspirational 
performance to set the tone for the year ahead. 

Our combined NAIDOC Week and Reconciliation Week 
was a significant highlight of the year. The students 
delivered a range of cultural activities across all sub-
schools. This included the creation of  a sand mural, 
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cultural language and tools talk, art canvas and damper 
making, and an Art Exhibition where the students had the 
opportunity to display their artworks. Finally, the week 
concluded with an assembly that included an extremely 
moving dance performance by all the students, including 
the delivery of some new dances. 

In the July holidays, some of the students took a road 
trip to Geraldton to deliver dance performances and 
participate in cultural activities as part of the local 
school's NAIDOC celebrations. 

Student Academic support continued with the students 
being provided with additional individual tutoring to 
assist in addressing the specific needs of students. 

Additionally, Senior School students increasingly 
engaged in career pathway opportunities. These included 
the INSTEP program, school-based traineeships, work 
experiences, and general career support and guidance. 
Ten students in Years 11 and 12 participated in traineeships 
across various fields including Automotive, Building and 
Construction and Community Services. 

Parents’ and Friends’ Association (P&F)

In 2024 the Wesley College Parents’ & Friends’ Association 
(P&F) embraced the theme of the year, "Spirit". The P&F 
is all about community spirit with a strong focus on 
inclusivity and friend-raising. 

The following events were held in 2024: Centenary 
Welcome Sundowner, Dads on the Green, Mother's Day 
Mingle, Quiz Night, Spring Lunch, Christmas Carols and 
Family Picnic, two WES Talks, and an interview with 
Dervla McTiernan for Daring Conversations.

This year’s D. R. Gee Human Endeavour Award was 
awarded to Jonathan Swift (11W) and the Creative 
Endeavour award was presented to Max Ballard (Year 
12). There were three awards for 21 years of service in 
2024 to Angelo Letizia, Nicole Da Rui and Paige Hodgson. 
We thank these staff for their passion, dedication and 
integrity.

Old Wesley Collegians' Association (OWCA)

2024 was another fantastic year for the Old Wesley 
Collegians’ Association (OWCA). From reunions all 
over the world and the prestigious Gallery of Honour 

induction celebration, to a special gathering of past 
OWCA Presidents, the year was filled with moments of 
pride and connection.

The 2024 NAPLAN results continue to affirm Wesley College’s strong acade mic foundation and commitment to fostering 
growth in students’ foundational skills of Literacy and Numeracy. Asse ssed against the revised proficiency standards 
– Exceeding, Strong, Developing, and Needs Additional Support – Wesley Col lege students were, on average, deemed 
‘Strong’ across all year levels and domains.

Wesley College Results

Wesley College’s 2024 NAPLAN results demonstrate strong academic per formance, with students consistently 
outperforming both State and National averages across all year levels a nd domains. �e College shows particular strength 
in Numeracy, with substantial margins evident from as early as Year 3 and cont inuing through to Year 9. 

Notably, a signi�cant value-add occurs throughout the Middle School y ears, where students not only widen the gap 
over State and National benchmarks but also begin to match or overtake simi lar schools in several domains, particularly 
Numeracy and Reading. �ese trends highlight the College’s capacity to fo ster academic growth over time and deliver 
meaningful learning gains.
